When policies are established for relevant units to comply with, the Company
will monitor and assess results continuously whether suppliers observe the
agreements in terms of quality of raw materials and compliance with social and
environmental responsibility procurement policy and policy on employment and
human rights by considering the compliance with laws and other relevant provisions
to ensure that suppliers will have guidelines and practices according to policies set
and requested by the Company.

The Company has assessed risks on social and environmental responsibility
by setting rules for considering and prioritizing risks that possibly occur from
non-compliance with related laws and requirements of standards. They can be divided
into 2 groups as follows;

1. Critical Supplier refers to any supplier that is important to businesses of
the Company and has high risk that may cause impacts on community and environment.
It is categorized in the group of High Risk Tier 1 Supplier which requires the annual audit,
site visit and interview of managers and employees. However, such suppliers must set
plans and corrective guidelines or any approach to reduce potential risks and severity,
including provide the audit plan for operations in accordance with the sustainable
practices of suppliers to ensure that they are able to manage risks to be in the level
that will not affect businesses, communities and environments.

2. Non-critical Supplier refers to any supplier that has medium or low risk or
those who are not categorized in the group of High Risk Tier 1. They must be approved
from the Supplier Evaluation or Self-assessment for compliance with sustainable
practices of suppliers.

However, suppliers having performances that are non-compliant
with the required standards must provide the corrective action plan for improving their
standard of implementation.

The Company has established the fair and transparent standard for supplier
selection, evaluation and audit by adhering to business stability principles and supplier's
credibility. In addition, suppliers must be able to respond the Company’s demands very
well. The Company manages suppliers by providing an Approved Vendor List. Potential
